Bill said he met with the 
Finance Committee in detail over the audit.  Bill said that Schedule 1 on page 10 was not audited; 
projected replacement costs.  Bill recommends that costs should be deferred when appropriate.  
Bill said that the study should be updated every 3-5 years.  Bill said he had no difficulties in 
conducting the audit and he thanked the RCA Staff for their help.  Bill asked the BOD if they had 
any questions/comments and there weren’t any.  Bill said he is available to meet with the BOD 
whenever they want to.
