RECOGNITION OF RESIDENTS:  
 
John Keller said he has an issue with the new mailbox posts not being uniform 
with the old post and it doesn’t look good.  John Keller said he spoke to Doug 
Whitney at maintenance about this issue and asked why the new posts couldn’t be 
cut at the top to blend in.  John said that the number plates aren’t put on correctly 
either.  Bud sweet said that the new posts are being transitioned in and the hope is 
that eventually everyone will have the new posts installed.  John Vinquist said that 
any changes in the mailbox designed ahs to be approved by the ASC.  Mike 
Southard said he will take a drive around Radisson so he can see the different 
mailbox post styles.  Bud said that the ASC will get back in touch with John 
Keller regarding this matter. 
 
John Keller said he has issues with Radisson not keeping the benches, docks and 
posts all in the same color scheme. John Keller said that the dock at Lake Oberon 
is orange and it needs to be repainted. John said that 20 years ago the place looked 
great and maintenance was able to do a good job, but now it looks like they aren’t 
able to keep up with the work. Bud said that Radisson is aware of these issues and 
they are going to be addressed in a timely matter. Bud said that Radisson has 
grown but the Maintenance department hasn’t grown at the same rate.  
 
Tom LaRochelle from Partridgeberry Drive said he has had ongoing drainage 
issues and wants to let the Board know about this issue. Tom said that his 
basement floods when the snow melts.  Tom said that Barry Bullis has been 
working on this issue with him and Millard Sullivan.  John Vinquist asked Sean 
Gorman about this issue and Sean responded that it’s on the Action List and the 
Town Engineer is looking at a solution to the drainage problem.  Bud said that all 
the backyards aren’t graded the same and this could be part of the drainage issue. 



Mike Southard said that Town Center Road and Willett Parkway has had 
drainage/flooding issues, too and it’s causing flooding for the Sheldrake Circle 
residents.   
 
 
 
 
OLD BUSINESS- Storage Yard Presentation by Stan Solow

John Neubauer asked if the Storage Yard has a security camera and Stan answered 
that it’s not working right now.  Bud asked how many spots are currently occupied 
and Stan said that it’s not quite full to capacity but during the summer it’s 100% 
with a waiting list. Mike Southard said that he thinks the storage yard is part of his 
amenities and he’s not happy about having to pay so much money for this. Mike 
said it should be free since the residents aren’t allowed to park RV’s, boats and 
trailers in their yard.  Mike said that Radisson shouldn’t make money off of an 
amenity. Mike said he doesn’t think it should be open up to non-residents who 
could come in and vandalize things because they don’t have a since of 
“ownership” like the Radisson residents do. Myron Ellsworth said that the 
expansion should be part of the Operations Committee and he thinks that his 
committee is always getting bypassed on things. Myron said that committee chairs 
are leaving because the BOD is constantly leaving them out of the loop. Bud asked 
if they could have two separate lots, one for residents and one for non-residents.  
Bud said that the current trend in HOA’s are to charge the residents for amenities 
that they use such as: storage yard, pool, tennis courts and boat launch.  John 
Keller said he doesn’t want strangers coming into Radisson to use the amenities 
that he pays for.
